Eligibility and Entry Information
This exhibition is open to Utah Valley public and private K-12 educators of any subject and school personnel.  Each artist may submit up to two (2) pieces of work.  There is no cost for entry into this 
exhibition.  This is a juried exhibition, and a panel of judges will select which works of those submitted will be displayed in the exhibition.  Entry into the show does not guarantee acceptance into the 
exhibition.  All two-dimensional work must be framed, wired, and ready for hanging unless the artwork demands otherwise.  There is a size limit of no more than 5 horizontal feet and 8 vertical feet 
per entry.  The following media will be considered
